TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR AFFILIATION TO TAI

1.  
Only BLACK BELTS who are 4TH DAN & ABOVE with an INTERNATIONAL EXAMINER CERTIFICATE or those appointed by TAI committee can grade.

2.
The State Association shall abide by all the rules and & regulations accepted and passed by TAI & ITF from time to time.

3. 
The State associations applying for affiliation should apply in their official Letter Head along with the affiliation fee of 5,000/­ per annum and also a copy of their Memorandum   and    Articles of Association. 

4. 
The   state   association should cover or should have the capability of covering all the districts of that    particular     state.

5. 
All official correspondence made with the National Association should be on Letter Heads of the Association.

6. 
Only one Association from one state shall be affiliated with the National Association directly once approved. All other clubs/institutions/associations shall be affiliated to the respective affiliated state association and shall pay affiliation fee to the affiliated state association as per the   rules of that particular affiliated state association.

7. 
No member/instructor/student of any state   association   or of the affiliated member of the state association shall encroach on the boundary or any part thereof of any other affiliated state association of TAI without the prior permission of the TAI Committee.

8. 
No affiliated member of the state association shall write to ITF directly without the knowledge or without endorsing a copy to the state association and the National Association which ever the case may be.  

9. 
The State Association shall not participate in any tournaments not recognized by TAI (ITF) without prior approval.

10.
The style of teaching shall be as per Taekwon-do found by Late Gen. Choi Hong Hi the father of Taekwon-do which is given in a simplified manner in syllabus & grading requirements written by Grand Master Dr. Rajendran Balan, 9th Dan, International Master Instructor and President of Taekwon-do Association of India.

11.
The grading fee at present is Rs.250/- per student till promotion to 7th kup & Rs.400/- after 6th Kup to 1st Kup. Out of this 40% (i.e Rs.120/- & Rs.160/- respectively) will be send to TAI for issue of TAI certificates and rest   will be at the discretion of the Examiner.  For immediate receipt of TAI Certificates, the club   in-charge whose students are graded will personally send the 40% fee directly to TAI by draft, favoring "Taekwon-do Association of India (ITF) along with the Grading Sheet to avoid undue delay. 

12. 
The state Association shall not have the word “INTERNATIONAL” i.e denoting the name as an international organization nor should it have a name denoting it as a “NATIONAL” Organization.

13. 
The state association who do not pay the prescribed affiliation fee consecutively for two years to the National      Association shall be automatically disaffiliated    without     giving any reasons thereof. 

14. 
Black Belts of different styles other than ITF Taekwon-do  shall submit their Original DAN CERTIFICATEs to TAI for verification (which will be returned back) if they apply directly for gradation to Black Belt after completing the ITF course with the required fee.  Otherwise they will have to start from White Belt and obtain Black Belt accordingly.

15. 
The state Association will inform TAI the addresses of all its districts opened from time to time.

16. 
The state association shall adhere to the rules that all ITF business should go through official channels and not be discussed   and sent in the post to ITF directly.  Instead it should be sent through the TAI.

17. 
Black belt   examinations will be held only during Zonal or a National Championship except on rare cases where written approval is taken for conducting a grading after a Seminar by an International Instructor.

18. If the SGB becomes defunct or not participating in TAI events, TAI will automatically shift the affiliation or give affiliation as an ASSOCIATE MEMBER to any working Asscn/Club which applies for affiliation.
